 Species Name: Ruedraal
(Roo-drawl)
Home Planet: Qwuh-9 

Physical Properties: 
  Ruedraal are probably the most brutal species native to Qwuh-9. Coming face to face with a Ruedraal would make anyone’s skin crawl. These jawless creatures possess several, long tongues which they store down their throat and into a stomach like cavity. 
  The reason they can do this is because they possess several stomachs, none of which are located in the cavity one would normally find it in. No, their stomach is attached to the largest of their tongues, a lamprey like extension surrounded by rows upon rows of teeth. 
  Much like the lamprey, the teeth dig into a host. It then uses its tooth covered tongue to slowly scrape away at the flesh of its victim. Of course one wouldn’t expect the victim to hold still for such a process which is where its other limbs come in. 
  It has shoulders and a small portion of standard arm just below it, but from there it splits off into long tentacle tongues that could easily reach the ground. Some of these are standard tentacle tongues, others are additional lamprey reminiscent stomach-mouth feeding tubes like their center tongue. 
  They use their tongues to wrap their victim and restrict movement while their feeding tongues go to work. The tentacles of their arms, although commonly referred to as tentacles, are actually tongues; the muscles of which are incredibly strong, working like a boa constrictor’s body. 

  The tail of a Ruedraal is eel like, a mass of tentacles or an additional feeding tongue. Their head shape is incredibly alien looking, and perhaps a tad triangular. The appearance of the head can vary hugely, however they always have two heat sensing vents that they use to ‘see’ their prey. The head also has several ‘feelers’ that may appear as looped tentacles or thin, rigid, almost whisker-like fins. Their body likewise follows this general trend of looking odd, being sleek and hard to grasp. Their bodies are very lithe and can twist about in abnormal ways. Sometimes small teeth line the ridge of their spine.
  The tongues of the Ruedraal constantly ooze with a semitransparent drool like substance, disturbingly enough it is actually digestive enzymes it likes to smear onto the victim that make large sores if in contact for very long.

Clothing:
 Varies. They usually need clothing that will fair in the water okay as they spend just about as much time in water as they do on land. Most don’t wear clothing.

Psychology:
  Ruedraal are perfectly capable of sentient thought although their morals may not be on par with everyone else’s. A hungry Ruedraal is a terrifying creature; a full Ruedraal is an intimidating creature at best. They are neither hostile nor friendly but lie somewhere on the grounds of neutral, easily won over to one side or another if the tradeoff is worth it for them.
  Most species prefer to keep them out of the plan entirely if it can be helped though. A deal gone bad with a Ruedraal could end even worse for the initiator of the deal. Also noteworthy, a lot of the other specie use them as the fiendish monster in frightful tales. “Don’t go to the swamp beyond the forest or the Ruedraal will get you,” etc. 

Relationship with Other Species:
  As could be expected, others fear the Ruedraal and the Ruedraal are well aware of it. They have on occasion been used as a form of torture for interrogation purposes. No one finds the creatures to be pleasant other than the Jala Tuur’ga who have a fascination with all creatures from all regions. The Jala Tuur’ga used Ruedraal DNA in their greatest creation, Darklight, the leader of the mutants.

Other:
Although a Ruedraal could easily consume enough blood and flesh and create enough damage to kill a creature—especially depending on what portion they were after—more often than not, they only mildly injure their victims, choosing rather to feed from several sources rather than just one.

  As gruesome as it may be, some have favorites when it comes to eating. Since their stomach tongues are long range they have been known to dig deep into ear cavities, stomach wall lining and other locations—especially if their victim has given them reason for hatred. Needless to say the creatures are utterly feared by all. 

  Qwuedeviv have on occasion recruited one or two to help them in their training, although most don’t have the stomach for it. 

  Ruedraal can be perfectly civil and friendly if they want to be, and they can curb their eating habits by purchasing raw meat products—they still must consume it in a similar fashion though which tends to make others queasy by just watching.
