Species Name: Uddrudd
Home Planet: Formerly Qahrburu; Currently Qwuh-9

Physical Properties: The Uddrudd resemble anthromorphic sea slugs. They are odd creatures for sure, but not at all dangerous. The have been described as having a flowing grace about them before. 
  Their heads have a veil like fin/skin drape over the top of the layer which makes its more or less regular shaped head. The veil is longer in the back and to midface level in the front. They commonly have large antenna like protrusions from their heads. These are a set of sensors. Uddrudd have several sets of sensors. Thick, squishy sensors jut out from the sides of their faces, sometimes shoulders and often in clumps upon their legs. These sets of sensors almost look like underwater plant life. 
  The Uddrudd has a simple build, its feet have only two, flat, wide toes. The tail of the Uddrudd may be thin and rippled, or wide and fat. They are known for their brilliant colors and unique patterns. 

  Uddrudd have very sensitive skin that is irritated by a lot of environmental and airborne substances. They also are very sensitive to clothing, which causes their wet skin to itch and crust over. They have a tendency to produce a natural mucus-slime coating for their bodies from pores in their skin, while a tad gross, it is necessary for their survival out of water. 

Clothing:
The Uddrudd do not wear clothing oddly enough but rather have two layers of skin, the outer of which is often brilliantly colorful and looks to be a sort of draping headpiece and snug fitting body suit. The layer beneath this—the one they consider to be their true skin, is usually plain colored or speckled. 

Psychology:
  The Uddrudd are gentle creatures. Alien enthusiasts far and wide have always enjoyed them for that reason. When travelling from planet to planet some of the aliens one meets are not at all friendly and if nothing else, just want to be left alone. Not the Uddrudd. The Uddrudd seem to be utterly unimpressed by the opinions of others. They care not if they’re being watched like a caged animal in a zoo. They will go about whatever it was they were doing just as carefree. 
  They are hospitable creatures and totally harmless. Even the Qwuedeviv couldn’t find a reason to attack them, so that’s saying something. Uddrudd like being with others of their own kind, but all the same are totally content to mingle with other species. They are not a loner species, and feel the need to be around others at all times. 

Relationship with Other Species:
  The Uddrudd are friendly towards all other species so long as they have not been given a reason to fear them. Uddrudd are not fighters, many of them work alongside the Qahrburboxis still, feeling they don’t quite fit into the new society after the destruction of their home world.

  Qwuedeviv kittens think Uddrudd are some of the best things in the world. They love to pounce on their tails and squeak in disgust at the slimy, cold, squishy surface. They usually think themselves to be brave hunters if they have managed to “capture” one of these Uddrudd. 

Other:
  Uddrudd can be fast swimmers, but they usually prefer to glide along underwater at their leisure. 
  Uddrudd aren’t fans of hot weather unless they are in a large body of water. 

  Uddrudd prefer not to live on Qwuedanjj because the Qwueshaaldiv find them to be a delightful snack, like a gummy candy.
